Amalfi is the place after which the splendid 59km winding road that weaves its way from 
Meta di Sorrento to Vietri sul Mare is named. The first jewel on this route is Positano with 
its narrow streets submerged by thousands of linen and cotton clothes that are sold in its 
colourful pretty little shops. 

Onwards to Conca dei Marini, one finds ceramic stores located above the Emerald 
Grotto, with its amazing colour, here you can see remarkable stalactites and stalagmites 
and an underwater crib. Arriving in Amalfi you will see the impressive 13th century 
Cathedral with its majestic staircase of 62 steps, bell tower and museum, including the 
statue of St Andrew which on the 27th June each year is taken in procession out to sea.

The tour continues on to Ravello, located 350 metres above sea level. This is a special 
place built in Norman/Sicilian style. The tour will visit Villa Rufolo where Wagner found 
inspiration for the ”Garden of Kingsport II” act of the Parsifal. Words cannot describe the 
views and the feeling when one sits on these terraces, and the Romanesque cathedral of 
St Pantaleone with its mosaics are the icing on the cake!

After time to take in this amazing place, the tour travels back to Sorrento by coach 
for dinner at “Fattoria Terranova”, a farmhouse style restaurant located on the hills 
above Sorrento, from which you can view both the Naples and Salerno Gulfs. Return to 
Sorrento by coach after dinner.

Saturday Tour B: visit to Pompeii 
Time: 14:00 – 19:00  
Price per person: €50 early rate, €60 after 16 June
Includes coach transportation, English speaking guide, entrance fees

A fascinating tour revealing the story of the historical town of Pompeii. Pompeii was 
destroyed and completely buried during a long and severe eruption of Mount Vesuvius 
which lasted 2-3 days in AD79, burying the town under many meters of ash and pumice. 
It was lost for nearly 1700 years before its accidental rediscovery in 1748. 

Since then, its excavation has provided an extraordinarily detailed insight into the life of 
a thriving city at the height of the Roman Empire. During this guided visit you will see the 
past prosperity of the town through its ruins of Roman villas, bathhouses, and temples, 
which have now been unearthed; even an amphitheatre has been found. Today Pompeii 
is one of the most popular tourist attractions of Italy, with 3 million visitors in 2009, and 
it is a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Excavations in Pompeii
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Sorrento is located 50 km from Naples International Airport, and has excellent direct 
flight access from a number of European destinations. The airport itself is located 6.5 
km from the centre of Naples. The easiest way to get to Sorrento is by bus, although 
other alternatives are explained below. A range of information can be found at www.
sorrento-online.com.

Public bus service: if you have not pre-booked the ESCP Direct Shuttle, public 
buses run every 1.5 – 2 hours during the day from Naples International Airport. The 
approximate journey time is 90 minutes although it is more realistic to allow 2 hours at 
least during peak times. This service costs €12 and stops at the main square in Sorrento. 
Further details at www.curreriviaggi.it or telephone +39 081 801 5420.

Indirect but enjoyable alternatives to get to Sorrento are:

By rail: there are frequent trains from Naples Centrale rail station (Garibaldi Plaza), 
the journey time is 60-75 minutes and the cost about €3 – further details are available 
at www.vesuviana.it. A taxi from the airport to the station will cost approximately €30 or 
there are buses available: ANM bus number 3S (www.anm.it) or Alibus (www.alibus.it)

By Hydrofoil: take a taxi to the Port of Naples, where the hydrofoil departs five 
times daily. Albeit with the need to get to the port, this is definitely the most scenic and 
peaceful route to Sorrento! Journey time once on board is 30 minutes. Beware that on 
arrival in Sorrento Port, there is a very steep hill to climb on foot up to the main square 
and central areas but a yellow public bus operates up to the town, or there are taxis 
available. The current timetable (at the time of going to print) details five services daily 
(09:00 through to 17:15) at a cost of €22 per journey but delegates are advised to 
check details nearer the time at www.alilauro.it.

A dedicated bus shuttle service will operate at peak times from Naples International 
Airport to Sorrento, and on return at the end of the meeting. Tickets should be booked 
as part of the registration process, providing details of your arrival flight time and 
number. You may purchase tickets after you have registered, but we request advance 
bookings are completed and fully paid online no later than Thursday 16 
September.

We expect services to operate on Tuesday 21 and Wednesday 22 September from the 
airport to Sorrento. This service will be scheduled on 17 September; ESCP reserves the right 
to refund bookings outside peak periods and delegates will be notified in the unlikely event 
that this arises. See below for other information about getting to Sorrento by public bus, rail 
or hydrofoil fast ferry service.

Places cannot be guaranteed unless pre-booked, although some spare seats 
may be available on the day. 

The ESCP Shuttle will drop off/collect from each of the official hotels and 
the Hilton Sorrento Palace. Please ensure that you have your registration 
confirmation with you on arrival at Naples International Airport showing “ESCP 
Shuttle” with a fully paid payment status.
